Water Lounges (2)

Theses are to be extensions of the pool perimeter to allow for patio spaces twelve
inches or so below the water surface. To be used for lounging in the water with a
book /drink etc without getting completely in the pool. Also serves as a alternative
swim out or exit from the pool. Lounges to be directly across from each other on
opposite sides of the pool and be framed by plantings to give a sense of interest and

enclosure.

Entry

To be opened up with landscaping, and a change of Hardscape material to provide

for pleasant experience

Toddler Mothers Lounge area

Shaded seating area for mothers of children playing at the waters edge. Although
semi private for conversation it provides open view and quick access to the waters

edge.
Beach Entry/Toddler Swim Area

Pool floor to slope from patio grade down to a three-foot depth to allow for toddlers to
enter the pool in safe environment. Umbrellas in permanent stands are to be
positioned along waters edge to provide shade for the mothers. These umbrellas will
be cantilevered to allow extension over the water and allowed to swing into various

positions.

Water Fountain
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Tall structure to provide flow of water down onto children while in the pool To be
located at intersection of toddler pool and main swim areas for use by both age

groups

Upper Patio Room

To be an adult user space, separated from the immediate activities adjacent to the
pool, while still providing views for adult supervision of children activity in the pool.

Patio is to be framed by a wall, covered by either trellis or umbrellas, have a fireplace

and central serving bar. Options include kitchen grill area

along with refrigeration for food storage.

To provide separate space for teenagers or those wishing a to sunbathe. Overlooks

Diving Well

To be provided behind the Entry, Toddlers Mother Lounge Area, Upper Patio Room
and Kids Patio It is to provide a separation of and backdrop for the individual spaces,
complementing them while providing screening from the parking lot.

Fence

Location and general layout to remain the same. Two benches are to be
incorporated into sides of pool to act as swim outs and for seating and observation of
diving activities. They are to be placed out of the way of diving activity.

Pool Benches (3)

These are cutouts inside the pool being approx 24inches deep and 18" below water
surface. To allow for seating in the pool, resting, and to provide additional swim outs

for safety.

Kids Patio

To be relocated and redesigned to more opaque barrier along parking lot border. Itis

to work in conjunction with the Landscape Screening to provide enclosure for the

various spaces. Rear entry relocated to accommodate new layout while still providing

full access

Process

1.Provide information for and obtain initial quotes from Civil Engineer and Aquatic
Designer for consultation services required

2.Do onsite inspection with Civil Engineer and possibly Aquatic Designer

3.Complete conceptual schematic plan and initial cost estimate based on information
obtained from Site analysis, consultants feedback.

4.Present Conceptual Plan for approval by committee, establish budget and priorities.
5.Develop master plan, incorporating feedback from the committee. Provide 3d graphics
and renderings for presentation to committee; begin structural and plumbing plans of
pools.

6.0btain samples of materials to be used, develop initial estimates based on designs.

7.Present Master plan to Committee, re- establish budget and priorities.

8. Make any revisions required to the Master Plan based on feedback from the committee,
present revisions to the committee.

9. Once Master Plan and Budget are approved, develop construction documents and
prepare bid documents.

10.Select Contractors for bidding, send Package out to bid.
11. Review bids, make revisions if necessary based on contractor feedback or pricing.

12. Review any revisions with committee.

13.Award Contract.

Observations

General

Although the space is functional and obviously used, the existing pool and surrounds are
dated and not too inviting, its potential is not fully realized. The original site plan appears
to be sterile; there is no separation of views, spaces, or any real consideration of materials
used. Looking out from the only real user space on the patio (by the clubhouse) one sees
a large rectangular pool surrounded by a concrete patio framed by a cyclone fence which
leads to a view of the parking lot.

Pool

The pool is a functional but dated. It is a basic diving, lap pool that doesnt incorporate any
of the features available to new aquatic centers today. Even without any changes in
design the pool is in need of renovation for various reasons as noted in initial meeting, age
of plumbing and mechanical systems, problems with leaks, having to repaint yearly,
uneven distribution of the returns etc. Being renovation is necessary; it makes sense to
update the design to allow for more uses and latest features available today.

Although for economic reasons the pool is to keep its basic shape, touches can be added
to make things more interesting both functionally and visually, a beach entry, water lounge
areas, benches, swim outs, can all be incorporated. Pockets of plant areas using grasses
can also be used around pool to soften edges of the pool

Kids Pool

Again, the pool is a functional but dated. There is no actual interaction going on with the
water for the children, needs some water play incorporated like small sprays of water
coming out of the sides of pool wall or streams of water coming out of top of coping.

Actual space (pool and patio) itself protrudes too much into main area, needs to be
adjusted (curved) along border with main pool areas to accommodate circulation. Like the
main space the fence is unattractive, needs to be redesigned. Trellis also is dated, Provide
shade by using same Cantilever Umbrellas that will be used on Kids Patio

Patio/Surrounds

There are no real rooms per se in the overall patio spaces. The main existing user space
against the building and under roof, is broken up by multiple columns, is also right in the
center of circulation accessing the entry, the pool and to the building. This doesnt allow for
friendly sitting areas. Unfortunately although there is a lot of concrete surrounding the
pool no other real user spaces are provided on the patio. There is no separation of
spaces and user groups in relation to the activities in the pool. The trellised lawn area on
other side of pool although interesting in shape is not functional and set on the lawn, no
seating other than towels or blankets can realistically occur here. The fence; although
functional, gives a school or prison yard feel to the space.

Clubhouse Patio

This is the existing main user space. There are no other real areas for seating on a hard
surface. Again the seating has to co exist within the existing obstructions and circulation
patterns, and uses in this area entry, vending services, bathrooms, columns supporting
the roof etc. With the creation of the other seating areas this space can Act as the lobby
for the pool area, providing access to the building, bathrooms while also providing vending
and food services. All of this can happen under roof out of the sun. It can also be designed
to function in conjunction with the Entry; acting as a focal point terminus when one enters,
inviting them into the space.

Landscape Screening

The pool itself is not framed visually. The main view from the building shows the pool in
the foreground with the cyclone fence and the entry road and traffic behind it, creating a
sense of confusion. Overall the site itself has no screening from the parking area and
there is no additional screening between spaces in site itself.

Lawn/Childrens Play Area

Again, although functional it is a basic layout without much creativity. Aside from the
playground structure which was an obvious afterthought, there is no level play areas. The
edging material around playground needs to be replaced with a friendlier shape and
material. Thought might be given to development of more user space, (there is room for a
volley ball court). Magnolia tree should be saved.
